Errol Flynn movies, all loaded 
with extras like newsreels, car­
toons and shorts. You get two 
classic pirate movies (1935's

"The Sea Hawk"), two solid 
westerns (including 1939's 
"Dodge City" with its epic bar­
room brawl), a top-notch cos­
tumer (1939's "The Private 
Lives of Elizabeth and Essex") 
and a very good brand-new 87-
minute documentary about 
Flynn.
